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In the wild: Elephants travel 8-20 Kms./day for food  

        and mating with receptive female  

 Adequate space  to  meet their biological, behavioral  

 needs and  autonomy(self taught  and functioning).  

They are highly intelligence &make decision all the time.  

Freedom to choose is an important component of  

elephantôs well being. 

Dominance   based  primarily on body size 

not through  vocal or physical bullying/abused.  

Females& juveniles live in group  with close 

and  very  strong  social  bonds
